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What are some areas that we need to cultivate in order to have a
life of victory?

Christ sits enthroned at the place of all power, honor, and authority!
2 Yes, feast on all the treasures of the heavenly realm and fill your
thoughts with heavenly realities, and not with the distractions of the
natural realm.

We need to have vision and direction from God...for our lives.
