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NUMBERS 6:24–26 
The LORD bless you and keep you; the LORD make His face to shine upon you, and be 

gracious unto you; the LORD lift His countenance upon you, and give you peace.  
 
Shine - light divided from the darkness. 
 
In Hebraic thought -  light equates to order and darkness to chaos.  
 
GENESIS 1:1–4 
In the beginning [God] created the heavens and the earth. The earth was formless and 
void, darkness [chaos] was over the surface of the deep, and the Spirit of [God] was 
moving over the surface of the water. [God] said, “Let there be light [order],” and 
there was light [order]. [God] saw that the light [order] was good, and [God] 
separated the light [order] from the darkness [chaos].   
 
Shine, implies - that when the light of His face begins to shine upon you, He brings 
order into your life.  
 
Hebrew  - arukah - restoration.  – to receive back more than has been lost to the 
point that the final state is greater than the original condition. 
  

Doorways (Portals) to Heaven in Old Testament. 
 
Jacob, discovered a heavenly portal.  
GENESIS 28:11–17  
Jacob awoke out of his sleep, and he said, “Surely [YHWH] is in this place, and I did not 
know it.” He was afraid and said, “How awesome is this place! This is none other but 
the house of [God], and this is the gate of heaven.”  
 
PSALM 24:7–8  
Lift up your heads, O you gates [portals]; and be lifted up, you everlasting doors, that 
the King of glory may enter. Who is this King of glory? [YHWH] strong and mighty, 
[YHWH] mighty in battle. 
 

Doorways (Portals) to Heaven in the New Testament. 
 
JOHN 10:9  
I am the door. If anyone enters through Me, he will be saved and will go in and out 
and find pasture.   
 

JOHN 14:6  
[Yeshua] said to him, “I am the way [door], the truth, and the life. No one comes to 
the Father except through Me.”  
 
HEBREWS 4:16 
Let us then come with confidence to the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy 
and find grace to help in time of need.  
 

We can begin to have God’s face (panim) shining His glory upon us now! 
2 CORINTHIANS 3:16–18   
Nevertheless when anyone turns to the Lord, the veil is removed. Now the Lord is the 
Spirit. And where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is liberty. But we all, seeing the glory 
of [YHWH] with unveiled faces, as in a mirror, are being transformed into the same 
image from glory to glory by the Spirit of the Lord.  
 
shine - or, - “to ignite, to set on fire, to bring revival.”   
 

The Shining Face of God imparts Revelation. 
PSALM 119:105  
Your word is a lamp to my feet and a light to my path.  
 
ISAIAH 40:31 
But those who wait on the LORD shall renew their strength; they shall mount up with 
wings as eagles, they shall run and not be weary, and they shall walk and not faint.   
 

But in the amplified Hebrew-to-English translation it is: 
May YaHWeH (the Self-Existent Eternal One) kneel before you (making Himself 
available to you as your heavenly Father) so He can grant, or bestow upon you His 
promises and gifts!  
May YHWH (YaHWeH, your heavenly Father) guard you with a hedge of thorny 
protection that will prevent Satan and all your enemies from harming you. May He 
protect your body, soul, mind, and spirit, your loved ones, and all your possessions!  
May Yahweh make His FACE [TO BE ACCESSIBLE TO YOU] 
May YaHWeH, your heavenly Father) illuminate the wholeness of His being toward 
you, continually bringing order, so that you will fulfill your God-given destiny and 
purpose.
