Passion - It began with your grandmother Lois, who passed it on to 
your dear mother, Eunice. And it’s clear that you too are following in 
the footsteps of their godly example.

ALREADY IN YOU FROM THE GODLY INFLUENCE OF OTHERS. 
 
v-6 Therefore I remind you to stir up the gift of God which is in you 
through the laying on of my hands. 
Passion - ... I’m writing to encourage you to fan into a flame and 
rekindle the fire of the spiritual gift God imparted to you when I laid 
my hands upon you. 
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
