Glory, Glorify, Glorious — Heb. — Kabod — Kabed - means - “to be heavy or
weighty.” - God, therefore, is “heavy,” that is, powerful, and is worthy of
honor, glory, respect, and obedience.

We see the light of Jesus that shines upon us.
